Southern Power District reports that there are about 3,800 SPD
customers that remain without power. Most of these outages are comprised
of Southern’srural customers, and most of these outages will be restored
over the next several weeks, with the help of about 300 additional linemen
that have joined the restoration efforts during the past week.

Progress has continued across the district, but restoration will be dow
ascrewswork inrura areas. In some areas, crews will be making
permanent repairs to lines that were previously fixed on atemporary basis.
As these repairs are made during the next several months, it is possible that
power will be disrupted for a short time to allow for repair work. Customers
who experience a new outage are encouraged to check with neighbors to see
if they also are experiencing an outage, and to contact Southern if power is
not restored within an hour, at 1-888-484-2470.
